District Site Based Committee Meeting

With a quorum present Kyle Lynch, Superintendent of Schools, called the CISD District Site Based Committee meeting to order with the following members in attendance: Hillary Beedy, Angela Black, Bruce Bryant, Stephanie Campbell, April Cook, Darcee Dosher, Jennifer Fletcher, Kay Hamby, Wade Hood, Landon Landry, Janis Northcott, Linda Rader, Kevin Richardson, Erin Waters Sam Hancock and Pam Spencer.    
Mr. Lynch welcomed those in attendance and explained this was the second required meeting of the school year.   
Ms. Spencer provided the minutes for the March 9, 2010 district meeting.  Mr. Richardson made a motion that the minutes be approved as read.   Landon Landry seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  
The committee reviewed the preliminary TAKS scores.    Mr. Lynch explained that the state average scores were not available at this time and the group discussed the local TAKS scores.

Mr.  Lynch presented the results of the campus parent surveys for the committee to review.  He explained that the administrative staff would be considering the results of the survey as they go through the planning process for the coming school year.  In light of the survey results, Mr. Lynch discussed parent involvement with the schools, asking the committee for ideas for ways to encourage parent involvement.    Mr. Lynch explained that the law requires anyone who has contact with a child be finger printed.  Mrs. Campbell, Mrs. Northcott, Mrs. Black, and Mrs. Waters shared some ideas from PTA’s and other school groups they had been involved with in other districts.   

Canadian ISD’s Parent Portal was presented to the committee.  The portal will report grades and attendance to parents.  The portal will open for the 2010-2011 school year. 

Mr. Lynch presented a construction project update.  The school district is conducting a feasibility study for the golf course and indoor arena. Minor projects are being completed on the Texas Crown Performance Hall.   Crews should begin breaking ground on the Little House project around June 1.

Mr. Lynch reviewed the vision and goals discussed with the committee at the March meeting.  He shared the vision and goals discussed by the CISD School Board.  Both groups sited preparing children for college and careers.  In the future one area of emphasis will be college readiness – ACT/Workforce ready-Vo Tech/Life Skills.  Next year 8th graders will have the opportunity to take the pre ACT test in preparation for taking the college entrance exams.  The school board is committed to developing Vo Tech/Life Skills.  Mr. Lynch shared several ideas for vocational classes with the group.  The committee completed the task of developing several options for a district vision statement.   
With all business complete the committee adjourned for the year.
